Seldom available and a stunning, popular variety. To 60 cms. Flowers from mid-summer with 

beautiful lilac-purple flowers which have pale lilac-pink upper lips and white lower lips and throats 

marked with purple lines. Sun/part shade. Large pots.

Rare. Abundant lavender pink hooded flowers on dark burgundy stems from late spring to summer.  

Specimen plant. Sun and well-drained soil with medium moisture. Tolerates some drought. Attractive 

to bees and butterflies.

Phlox paniculata ‘Vintage Wine’   Cut back as needed  Few D $12.00     

To 1 metre. Clumps of dark green leaves with deep burgundy edges and colouring. Large heads of 

bright cerise-purple scented flowers in summer. Sun to light shade.   

 

Phlox paniculata Mixed     Cut back as needed  D $12.00 

 

Phyteuma scheuchzeri        Few D $12.00 

Low mound of narrow blue-green leaves. Taller stems hold spiky ball-shaped clusters of deep blue 

flowers in summer. Rich moist soil and good drainage. Excellent rock garden or edging plant.

15 cms. Small light yellow, cup-shaped flowers in spring. Sun. Suits rockery or edge of border.

Economic, culinary, medicinal and 

ornamental virtues. Sun and good drainage. Specimen plant. 

 

Salvia x jamensis ‘Salmon Queen’       $12.00 

To 80 cms.  Fragrant leaves and showy flowers that are a very good salmon colour. Flowers late 

spring onwards. Long flowering. Sun and good drainage. Attracts bees and butterflies. Popular. 

 

Salvia x jamensis ‘Nachtvlinder’       $12.00 

To 80 cms.  Stunning deep 2 tone purple flowers. Highly fragrant. Sun or partial shade - dead heading 

encourages more flowers. Good drainage. Popular.

To 80. Drooping arching stems of slender bottlebrush like flowers in summer, that are a lovely rosy 

red colour.  Sun. Clump forming habit. Very popular.

To 50 cms.  Large white flowers which are suitable for cutting. Sun or light shade. 

 

Scabiosa caucasica x ‘Fama Blue’       $12.00 

To about 90 cms. Colours may be mid blue to purply/blue.  Variable colours. Sun or light

Sisyrinchium californicum       Few $9.00  

(Yellow-Eyed Grass). To 20 cms. Star-shaped, dark-veined, bright yellow flowers in summer.  Long 

flowering. Clump forming. Sun. Suit coastal areas. Tolerates a little shade. Becomes drought tolerant.

(Painted Daisy). To 90 cms. Pretty pink, single daisy flowers late spring/summer. Finely-cut, ferny 

like foliage. Sun/semi-shade. Cottage garden, mixed border, cut flowers last well. Popular. 

 

Tanacetum coccineum ‘Robinson’s Red’     Few D $12.00 
(Painted Daisy). To 90 cms. Pretty deepest reddish/pink flowers late spring/summer. Ferny like 

foliage. Sun/semi-shade. Mixed borders. Cut flowers last well. Popular.

Aconitum anthora       Few D $15.00 

To 80 cms in flower. Erect stems with pale yellow hooded blossoms. Deeply dissected foliage. Gritty, 

well-drained soil. Lime loving. 

 

Aconitum napellus        D $12.00 

To 1.5 metres. Hooded purply blue flowers late summer/autumn.  Part/full shade. Moist. 1 litre. 

 

Aconitum ‘Newry Blue’        D $10.00        

To 1.2 metres.  Hooded purply blue flowers on very erect spikes early to mid-summer.  Unusually 

early for Aconitum. Great for back of border – best staked.  Part shade, moist. 1.5 litre. 

 

Aconitum ssp. vulgare 'Albidum'      Few D $15.00 

To 1.5 metres Upright, tuberous, deciduous perennial with rounded, dark green leaves divided into 

five to seven, slender, toothed lobes and dense racemes of hooded, white flowers in summer. Suits sun 

or part shade.  Impressive. 

 

Anemone magellanica - (Windflower)     Few D $12.00 

To 40 cms. Creamy lemon, bowl shaped flowers in spring/summer. Sun or part shade.  

 

Anemone nemerosa lavender blue      D $10.00 

To 10 cms. Pretty lavender blue flowers in spring. Deep green foliage. Ground cover for border, rock 

gardens, tubs and around trees. Rich well-drained soil. Semi-shade.  

 

Anemone nemorosa mixed       D $10.00 

May include blue shades, lemon or yellow. 

 

Anemone ranunculoides  sulphurea ‘Flore Plena’     D $10.00 

Woodland Anemone. Yellow flowers in spring. Part to full shade. Ground cover for under trees/shrubs

Woodland Anemone – pretty lemon flowers in spring. 

 

Anemone nemerosa ‘ Vestal’      Few D $12.00 

Woodland Anemone. To 12 cms. Double white flowers in spring. Late flowering variety. Part shade, 

moist. Lovely for underplanting.  

 

Campanula glomerata ‘Superba’       D $12.00     
To 30 cms. Large upright purple bells from late spring.   5 pieces  $20.00  

 
Campanula glomerata ‘Caroline’       D $12.00  

To 50 cms. Upright clusters of tiny lilac bells. Ground cover for sun or partial shade. Slower growing 

variety.             

 

Centaurea montana        5 pieces - $20.00 

Perennial cornflower. To about 40 cms. Deep blue spidery flowers from spring. Long flowering. Sun 

or part shade. Ground cover - clump forming.  

  

Centaurea montana ‘Alba’        $12.00  

To about 40 cms. Beautiful white perennial Cornflower. Seldom available. White spidery flowers 

from spring to summer. Sun to light shade. Clump forming. Odd one may be blue 

 

Convallaria majalis ‘Albo striata’     Few D $15.00 

 Rare. Variegated lily of the valley, with cream-striped leaves and cream-white flowers. Only one 

piece with large shoot per pot. Arching bell-shaped flowers late spring. Highly fragrant. Good cut 

flower – slow growing. Shade/woodland.  Most variegated cultivars revert to plain leaves within a few 

years, but 'Albostriata' is less likely to do so. 

    

Hepatica mixed         Few $12.00 

Could include shades of blue or pink. Winter to spring flowering.  
 

Lysimachia clethroides        D $14.00 
(Gooseneck). To 90 cms. Beautiful ground cover with stems of arching white flowers in summer– 

suitable for cutting. Suitable for pots or by a pond. Sun or part shade. 1 litre. 

 

Omphalodes verna ‘Alba’      D 5 pieces - $20.00 

To 30 cms. Lovely forget-me-not, white flowers in spring and dark green leaves. Ground cover for 

shady border or beneath trees.  
 

Pachyphragma macrophylla        $15.00 

Beautiful, long-flowering, clump forming ground cover. To 40cm high with rounded, scalloped green 

basal leaves up to 10cm across in rosettes and smaller stem leaves. Flat clusters of small white flowers 

winter to spring, followed by small green fruits which are shaped like upside-down hearts.  Brightens 

up garden with the large bright white flowers.  

 

Primula Allionii ‘Crowsley’        $10.00 

To 10 cms. Smaller, vibrant purple-pink flowers late winter to early spring. Suits rock garden or alpine 

house. Part to full shade. Very light watering only. 

 

Primula hybrid ‘ Avondale’         $12.00 

(Irish Primrose). 15 cms.  Pretty sugar-pink blooms with yellow centres.  Semi-evergreen. Some 

shade.

10 cms. Stems have umbels of up to 12 bright rose-red flowers with a small yellow eye.  Alpine. Moist soil.  

 

Primula vulgaris ‘Double Lilac’         $12.00 

Double lavender/lilac flowers from winter to spring. Very pretty. Some shade best.  

 

Reineckia carneo        Few $10.00          

To 20 cms. Evergreen ground cover for open woodland or around shrubs. Moist shade. Light pink 

flowers followed by red berries. Glossy rich foliage.     5 pieces - $20 

 
Roscoea alpina ‘Royle’        D $12.00 

Pretty, pink and white, orchid-like flowers from early summer.  Light shade and good drainage.   

 

Roscoea auriculata        D $15.00  
30 45 cms. Long, lance-shaped, grass green leaves. The brilliant purple flowers resemble orchids and 

display white to pale violet markings on each plant.  Plant the tubers deeply in light shade on the edge 

of the woodland garden. Good winter drainage is best. Summer flowering.  

 

Roscoea cautleyoides        D $20.00 

Rare and seldom available. 30 cms. Fleshy roots produce narrow blade-like leaves which bear 

creamy-yellow orchid-like flowers in spring. Lovely in partial shade, woodland garden.  

 

Tricyrtis hirta (Toad Lily).       D $9.00 

Beautiful orchid-like flowers in autumn. White with purple spots. Moist soil.  Great for shady 

woodland or perennial border. Well-drained, rich, moist soil. Coded as Number 8.  

 

Tricyrtis tojen ‘Taipei Silk’       D $10.00 

Coded as number 5. To 90 cms. Late flowering. Lavender/purple/white flowers with purple spots. 

Yellow at base of petals and yellow/brownish red stamens/antlers. Some shade, moist soil.  

 

Uvularia grandiflora (Bellwort)       D 12.00        

To 40 cms. Showy yellow flower in spring. Part to full shade.  Woodland areas or perennial border.  

Perennials – Foliage 

Anemonopsis macrophylla Mixed      D $20.00 

To 55 cms. Beautiful woodland plants with divided, ferny foliage.  Slender, elegant spikes bear 

nodding, opalescent flowers that are white with amethyst/violet, pure white or double pale pink. 

Humus rich, semi-shaded, moist but well-drained soil   

 

Arisarum proboscideum (Mouse Plant)     Few D $8.00     

Deep green, glossy, arrowhead leaves. Long-tailed, brown and white flowers that suggest mice doing 

handstands in the greenery. Ground cover.  Goes dormant in hot weather. Partial shade. 5 pieces $20 

 

Aruncus dioicus          D $12.00 

(Goats Beard). To 1.5 metres. Many dramatic plumes composed of tiny, white flowers in autumn. 

Light shade and moist soil-needs moisture over summer. Ideal for light shade and by water.  

 

Astilbe chinensis       Few D $10.00     

To 40 cms in flower. Deep purplish pink flowers late summer/autumn.  Moist soil, shade. 

 

Centaurea dealbata        D $12.00  

To about 60 cms.  Dark pink flowers over divided foliage. Sun or part shade - tolerates drier 

conditions. Attracts bees and butterflies. 1.3 litre. 

 



Chiastophyllum oppositifolium          $12.00 

Alpine succulent. To 15 cms.Unusual dangling yellow flowers with fleshy leaves which change colour 

from mid-green to red.  Containers, rockeries and rock wall. Dappled shade. Good drainage.  

 

Cimicifuga americana        D $15.00  

To 1.2 metres. Spikes of fragrant white flowers summer/autumn. Excellent for cutting.  

 

Dicentra cucullaria  - Pink      Few D $12.00 

Green fern-like foliage in spring. Pink flowers. Woodland ground cover. 

 

Disporopsis omeiensis         $12.00 

Resembles an evergreen Solomon’s Seal with snakeskin patterns on the stem, pale greenish-yellow 

flowers.  To 50 cms. Some shade best.       5 pieces - $20.00

     
Disporum sessile ‘Variegatum’       D $10.00      

To 25 cms. Green and white striped variegated leaves. 25mm hanging creamy white bells. Forms a 

showy colony in shade. An excellent groundcover under shrubs. 

 

Dracunculus vulgaris  May be summer dormant   D $10.00 

Corms are 4-6 cms in width. (Dragon Lily). Large purple spathe and spadix. Unpleasant smell when 

in flower. The large palmate leaves have cream flecks along the veins. Sun or shade.  Can also 

withstand drought but benefits from a little watering. Humus-rich, well-drained soil.  

 

Epimedium Mixed         $12.00 

Great foliage plants for dry, shady areas such as under trees.  Colours may include creamy lemon, 

yellow, white or pink.  

 

Geranium macrorrhizum ‘Ingversen’s Variety’    Few D $12.00 

(Cranesbill). 40 cms. Mat forming. Very aromatic leaves. Pale pink flowers with long stamens. 

Dry/moist conditions. Orange/red foliage in autumn.    
 
Helleborus argutifolius ‘Pacific Frost’       $12.00 

To 40 cms. Ivory coloured flowers. Evergreen, variegated, speckled leaves. Dry, well-drained soil. 

Open woodland, light shade.  

 

Helleborus White Magic        $12.00 

To about 40 cms. Evergreen. Large white flowers with a green eye. Leathery type foliage. Good 

drainage essential. Suitable for under Rhododendrons or deciduous trees. 

  

Heuchera Sanguinea ‘Alba’        $12.00 

To 45 cms.  Long spikes of creamy-white flowers summer to autumn. Clump forming with nice 

green/white foliage.  Sun or part shade.  

 

Hosta abiqua ‘Drinking Gourd’       D $15.00 

To 45 cms. Dark blue-green, seersuckered leaves with heavy substance. White flowers early summer.  

Part to full shade and moist soil. Large.  

 

Hosta ‘Blue Angel’        D   $15.00     

To 90 cms. Heavily textured blue leaves. Light to full shade. Great for borders, ground cover, 

waterside or woodland gardens. Nice specimen plant.  Large.  

 

Hosta ‘Empress Wu’       Few D $15.00      

To 1.2 metre. Largest variety available. Impressive with huge, thick, dark green leaves. Reddish violet 

flowers in summer. Moist shade.  1.5 litre.   



Hosta ‘Kiwiskyscraper’        D $15.00 

To 1 metre. Rich blue-green, thick foliage in a distinctly upright large mound. Great background or 

specimen plant. Moist, rich soil and part to full shade. 2 litre pots.  

  

Hosta ‘Sieboldiana Glauca’       D $15.00 

To 90 cms. Lovely blue-green heavily ribbed leaves. Droopy mauve bell-shaped flowers late summer.  

Shade, moist humus rich soil. Large. 

 
Kirengeshoma palmata      Few  D $20.00 

(Yellow Wax Bells). Rare – seldom available.  .6 to 1.2 metres. Reddish-purple stems. Sharply lobed 

leaves. 3 cm long flowers with 5 creamy-yellow petals which overlap.  Humus rich soil, part shade. 

Woodland garden    

 

Peltiphyllum peltata       Few D $12.00  

(Darmera peltata) .90 to 1.3 metres.  Rounded cymes of numerous 5-petalled pink flowers to 1.5 cms 

across  in late spring followed by very large impressive, rounded leaves. Rounded, deeply lobed, 

coarsely toothed, dark green leaves with conspicuous veins to 60 cms across, that turn red in autumn.  

Slowly spreading, rhizomatous perennial that suits part or full shade.  

 

Persicaria microcephala ‘Red Dragon’     Trimmed D 5 pieces - $20.00 

To 90 cms. Beautiful foliage. Pointy heart-shaped leaves are medium green with a silvery V-shaped 

marking and a bronze centre. Tiny white flowers late summer. Part/full shade.  

 

Podophyllum hexandrum/emodi       D $12.00   

30 - 50 cms. Trillium like, glossy green, mottled leaves are deeply lobed. Emerging leaves are 

umbrella - shaped.  Light pink flowers are followed by bright red/orange fruit. Light sandy to medium 

soil with good drainage. Suits dappled shade, moist soil.  Lovely foliage plant.    

 

Primula marginata         $12.00 

Early flowering alpine. Irregular leaf edges- silvery margins. Purple flowers. Very good drainage.   

          5 pieces $20.00 

 

Primula sieboldii are about 20 cms in height and summer dormant. Leaves are pale green, wrinkled 

and covered in short hairs. Pretty flowers, often fringed, in spring. Part shade. Light woodland. 

Primula sieboldii Bright pink       D $10.00 

Primula sieboldii Silver/pink-beautiful 2 tone colouring.    D $10.00 

Primula sieboldii Lavender Blue      Few D $10.00 

Primula sieboldii Mixed        D $10.00 

May include shades of blue or pink 

 

Rodgersia aesculifolia        D $15.00 

To 1 metre. Architectural plant. Huge, impressive, palmate, wrinkled leaves. The veins and leaf stalks 

are reddish-brown and densely woolly. In midsummer, the upright flower spikes are made up of white 

or pink florets. These add drama and definition to gardens in full sun and partial shade. Suits by water, 

woodland, or in other moist garden sites. Humous rich soil, partial shade to full sun.  

  
Rodgersia podophylla        D $15.00 

1 metre. Great architectural plant for moist, humus rich soil and some shade. Striking bronze coloured 

leaves in spring, going dark green through summer, then turning red in autumn.  Masses of tiny 

creamy white flowers, sometimes flushed pink or red.  

 

Rumex sanguineus         $12.00 

30 cms. Pointed, bright lime-green leaves with dark red veins. Harvest young leaves for salads. 

Sun/light shade and moist soil   



Teucrium scorodonia Crispum Marginatum     D $13.00 

(Woodland sage). 35 cms. Mounding ground cover with unusual, ruffled leaves with a touch of white 

on the edges.  Nice texture.  Spikes of tiny charming lipped, cream to pale yellow-green flowers in 

summer. Shade. Tolerates dry conditions once established.  1 litre. 

 

Thalictrum aquilegifolium ‘Album’      D $12.00 

 To 1m.  Stems of very pretty foliage topped with fluffy pale lavender/white flowers from late spring.  

Sun, semi-shade.   
 

Veratrum nigrum        D $15.00 

Mature plants grow to about 1.2 metres. Superb variety and perhaps the finest of all Veratrums. 

Strong spikes bear dark purple, almost black, star-shaped flowers. Leathery green leaves are 

beautifully pleated. Long lived border plant. Part sun/part shade.
